We also
welcomed a new teacher this August, Jiana Donaldson to the Toddler Room.

We have several programs and activities planned already this fall, some old and some new. All of our classes
will be attending fieldtrips to Unangst Tree Farm this October to pick pumpkins and experience some fall fun
with their classmates. We will also learn about fire safety when the Palmer Fire Department comes to visit
us during Fire Prevention Month. In addition, we are looking forward have our traditional Halloween and
Thanksgiving celebrations in October and November. In December, we will be entertained by Jungle Dave
with a magic holiday show during a Family Night, and our Christmas parties with a visit from Santa at the end
of the month.

The Parent Group has continued their fundraising efforts beginning with selling mums from Palmer Nursery.
If you helped by purchasing a mum or two, we thank you. We hope to have a Philly Pretzel fundraiser,
Chocolate’s On Broadway candy sale and a gift card sale in November and December.
